Directions for use: Shake container gently before use. 

• Using a brush - apply a coat of SupaStrip Plus over the surface to the removed. 

• Monitor action and apply another layer if required 

• Wait until the surface is completely softened – up to about 1 hour 

• Exterior: Systematically wash off dissolved film using clean water pressure 
sprayed at 600-800 p.s.i. starting at the lowest point and working the exterior 
face from the bottom upwards.  
This procedure is necessary in order that surfaces to be stripped are not 
neutralised by premature removal of active ingredient. 
Interior:  Use a Linbide scraper to remove dissolved film. 
• Use boiling water to break down active stripper if necessary
