Exterior: decks, logs, house cladding, shingle roofs, window frames,
outdoor furniture, decorative timber, wooden artifacts etc.
For Removing:

» Water-marks and stains

e Sap and resin stains

» Deep fungal stains

* Green stain from CCA treated timbers

» Qil, grease, carbon stains

For Restoring:

* Maximum brightness to timber.

* Natural timber colour.

Surface to be treated must be free of paint film or similar resinous
sealers. For best results:

o Saturate surface with water then apply WAY2GO Concentrate
liberally to the wet timber surface. NB: WAY2GO can also be
applied directly to a dry or non-wetted surface.

Note: Make sure surrounding surfaces are wetted before applying
WAY2GO, as WAY2GO may affect some surfaces.

* Leave on the surface until ready for removal.

The active time may vary considerably according to the
circumstances e.g. Most stains can be removed in 1 to 4 hours.
CD50 treated timbers will require longer.

For best results leave WAY2GO on overnight — or several days if
necessary.

* If in doubt - test a small area first to establish the cleaning pattern
and timing.

First Aid:

On Plywood - do not leave longer than 2 hours

*  Where possible wash off WAY2GO with a strong water wash up to
1000 p.s.i. taking care not to shred surface tissue. NOTE: Do not
exceed 600 p.s.i. on soft timbers. For situations where strong
water washing is not practical, wash off with clean water from a
bucket using a light scrubbing action.

* Wash the surface until foaming stops.

Note: WAY2GO will penetrate into the timber and will “rise” to the
surface during the washing process. The timber surface will “foam”
during washing which indicates that WAY2GO is still inside the timber
therefore it is important to keep washing until the foaming stops.

* Make sure surrounding surfaces are thoroughly washed down to
remove any traces of WAY2GO.

Wear suitable clothing/overalls, synthetic rubber/ PVC gloves and eye
protection when diluting concentrate and when spraying or handling
freshly treated timber.

Avoid direct contact of product with skin and eyes.
Wash hands and exposed skin before meals and after work.

Do not eat, drink or smoke when using product or handling treated
timber.

Wash overalls regularly, remove wet contaminated clothing
immediately (dispose of safely).

Toxic to fish. Avoid contamination of any water supply with the
chemical or empty container. Keep away from food, drink and animal
foodstuffs. Keep out of reach of children. Dispose of empty container
safely.

WAY2GO is mildly acidic. Care must be taken to ensure product is
used only in either plastic or stainless steel containers.

Wash splashes off skin immediately. If eyes become contaminated,
flush with water for 15 minutes. If swallowed give a glass of two of
water then cause vomiting by putting a finger down the throat. Repeat
until vomit fluid is clear in appearance. Call a doctor.
